Health Care Crisis for Asians in San Francisco

· Asians Americans have the highest rates of liver cancer for any racial/ethnic group 

· 80% of liver cancer is caused by Hepatitis B

· One out of 10 Asians in San Francisco has Chronic Hepatitis B 

· 6,000 Asians in San Francisco will die from liver disease and cancer brought on by Hepatitis B

· It could cost San Francisco $700 million in medical and work loss costs for HBV-related conditions 

· 70% to 80% of all liver cancers in Asians can be prevented by a Hep B screening/vaccination program

· San Francisco will be 1st City in America to test and vaccinate all Asians for Hep B

Project Goals

To have every Asian and Pacific Islander in San Francisco, 18 years or older, tested for Hepatitis B and vaccinated as necessary.

· Launch a massive citywide Hepatitis B awareness and education campaign through mass media and community media outlets

· Advertising and press coverage in English, Chinese, Tagalog, Korean, Vietnamese, Cambodian, Laotian, and other Asian/Pacific languages.

· Community-wide involvement from all areas of Asian Pacific population in San Francisco

· Insured patients to get test/vaccination from their healthcare provider

· Free testing and vaccination to a majority of non-insured patients

Summary

· First of its kind city-wide collaborative project will set a model for entire United States.

· Unprecedented health education campaign will call for all Asians in the city to get tested and vaccinated for Hepatitis B - HBV. 

· Free HBV testing/vaccination for the majority of uninsured Asian residents of San Francisco.

· Through visibility and outreach, the campaign will develop partnerships with hospitals and community health organizations such as the API Wellness center to reach targeted populations of uninsureds. 

· This project will help save thousands of lives and will lead to making San Francisco the first American city to have a future Free of Hepatitis B.
Expected Findings: 
· 50% are expected to be protected already (due to past infection or prior vaccination) and do not need vaccinations.

· 40% are expected to be unprotected and need vaccinations.

· 10% are expected to have chronic HBV:

· 50% of those infected may require antiviral treatment. 

· 13% of those requiring antiviral treatment , may not have insurance and will be referred to the Chinatown Public Health Center or other facility.

Background
Occurrence and Prevention

· Hepatitis B is a vaccine-preventable disease

· Hepatitis B related Liver Cancer is a vaccine-preventable cancer

· Hepatitis B vaccine is safe and has been given to over 500 million people in the world.

· Hep B is the major infectious occupational hazard of health workers

· HBV is 50 to 100 times more infectious than HIV

· Liver cancer usually develops between ages 35 and 65, when people are maximally productive, with family responsibilities. 

· All California school age children required to have Hep B vaccination
Asian/Pacific Islanders and Hepatitis B

· Asians are 100 times more likely to have Chronic Hepatitis B than Whites (1 out of 10 for Asians, 1 out 1000 for Whites)

· If nothing is done, 1 in 4 Asians living with Chronic Hepatitis B will die from liver disease or liver cancer.

· The greatest health disparity between Asian Americans and Caucasian Americans is liver cancer

· The California Liver Cancer Prevention Plan calls for all Asians in the state to be tested and vaccinated by the year 2010.

· Due to lack of symptoms, awareness and testing, most Asians are unaware of their infections. 

· Liver cancer is the second most common cause of cancer death in Asian men living in the US. 

· Over half of chronically infected HBV Americans are API.

· Up to 23,000 women in the United States who give birth each year have chronic HBV infection. 70% are API.

· San Francisco has the largest concentration of Asian Pacific Americans, making up one-third of the city’s population. 

· It is not completely clear why Asians are more susceptible to chronic Hep B infection. Researchers suspect a combination of genetics, environment and cultural practices.
