COMMUNITY EDUCATION

PURPOSE: To do direct outreach to diverse Asian / Pacific American (API) communities in order to increase awareness and knowledge about viral hepatitis B in order to promote screening, vaccination and appropriate follow-up care.

WHO: Over 150 community and healthcare groups have expressed support and interest in the SF Hep B Free campaign. A Community Education Group has formed to reach the target population through the assistance of these identified organizations. This group works in tandem with the larger Planning Group addressing the clinical access.

DESCRIPTION: A series of workshops designed to bring together leaders, activists, opinion makers, and service providers from each segment of the San Francisco API community. The workshops will educate participants about the disease, its impact on the API population, the importance of testing, immunization and treatment, and how to prevent transmission. In turn, attendees will be expected to educate and mobilize members of the community they serve to take action to protect their health and the health of their loved ones.
