Hep B Physicians Honor Roll 

Project

The hepatitis B physicians honor roll will recognize San Francisco physicians who implement United States recommended screening practices issued by the Centers for Disease Control. The recognition program will be widely publicized among peers, the patient population and the public at large.Listing in the Hep B Honor Roll will be determined by compliance with guidelines of the Department of Public Health SF Hepatitis B Registry. This project is intended to help achieve the third phase goal of the SF Hep B Free campaign to make Hep B screening standard of care for susceptible populations, within the primary care providers environment, and among other physicians such obstetricians and gynecologists  with responsibilities under the CDC national recommendations. 

Process

Hep B Honor Roll member will be eligible if they are currently on the SF Hepatitis B Registry Honor Roll. Additional members will be eligible if they sign a pledge to comply with SF Hepatitis B Registry requirements. The Hep B Honor Roll will be publicized through multiple media platforms including medical society journals, print publications, radio, television, Asian ethnic media, email blasts, internet, mainstream media, 

AsianWeek Foundation will lead this project, working with SF Hep B Free and the San Francisco Department of Health. Media outlets will be encouraged to develop their own ways of publicizing the honor roll such as a talk show presentation on Chinese language TV.
