I. Create Public Testing Clinics

a. Free or affordable surface antigen/surface antibody testing

b. Use of standardized registration / data collection forms 

(provided by Hep B Free campaign)

II. Treatment and Vaccination for Uninsured Clients

a. Provide free or affordable vaccination to uninsured susceptible clients.  When necessary, refer out for affordable vaccination

b. Provide specific services for monitoring and treatment needs of surface antigen positives 

(for example, ultrasound services, ALT & AFP screening)

III. Communication

a. Provide culturally and linguistically appropriate communication of test results to clients, both written and verbal

b. Report surface antigen positive cases directly to SF Department of Public Health (in addition to lab reporting)

c. Establish protocols and tools to ensure that clients fully understand their test results and what to do next

IV. Provider Education

a. Provide hepatitis education opportunities to all health care providers associated with hospital

(for example, grand rounds, seminars, professional meetings, mailings, etc.)

V. Point of Contact

a. Designate a point person / liaison  (“Hep B Czar”) to coordinate all hepatitis B activities and work with SF Hospital Council
