Mission Statement

The goal of the SF Hep B Free Community Education Workshops is to promote awareness among the Asian Pacific Islander community in San Francisco about hepatitis B by targeting leaders, activists, and opinion-makers who can spread the word in their communities. The project is designed to work in conjunction with other areas in the campaign generating public interest in hep B. The role of the workshops is to:

· Educate attendees about the disease.

· Evaluate their knowledge before and after the workshop.

· Prepare these leaders and opinion-makers to respond to questions from their constituencies and community members. 

· Encourage and support attendees in spreading awareness by offering action ideas, resources, e-newsletters, and follow-up.

Workshop attendees will learn about what hep B is, how it is transmitted, who is at risk, the impact of the disease on the API community, screening and prevention, and the difference between hepatitis B and hepatitis A and C. In particular, the workshops will focus on addressing the myths and commonly held misconceptions within the API community about hepatitis B. 
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
