2. If nothing is done, 1 in 4 Asians living with chronic hepatitis B will die from liver disease or liver cancer

3. The greatest health disparity between Asian Americans and Caucasian Americans is liver cancer

4. Due to lack of symptoms, awareness and testing, most Asians are unaware of their infection
