SF HEP B FREE & the SF GIANTS ‘08

The San Francisco Giants agreed to partner with the SF Hep B Free campaign for 2008. They will be supporting the campaign’s goal of public awareness during the Giants’ Asian Heritage Week, May 12 – 16, in addition to participating in the Asian Heritage Street Celebration’s hepatitis b testing efforts on May 17th.

AsianWeek agreed to provide email blasts, press releases, and advertising in addition to working with the Asian American community for promoting the Giants’ Asian Heritage Week.
