Action Media Partnership

The Hep B Free Action Media Partnership is an integral part of the “San Francisco: Hep B Free” campaign to test/vaccinate all Asians and Pacific Islanders in San Francisco for Hepatitis B. These media outlets will outreach to the community in a united and unprecedented effort to educate the public and healthcare providers on the need to test and vaccinate all APIs for the Hepatitis B virus.

Findings

· Asians are 100 times more likely to have Chronic Hepatitis B than Whites (1 out of 10 for Asians, 1 out 1000 for Whites)

· If nothing is done, 1 in 4 Asians living with Chronic Hepatitis B will die from liver disease or liver cancer.

· The greatest health disparity between Asian Americans and Caucasian Americans is liver cancer

· Due to lack of symptoms, awareness and testing, most Asians are unaware of their infections. 

Action Items

All Action Media Partners agree to provide the following for the San Francisco: Hep B Free Campaign:

· Ongoing editorial support about the Hep B Free campaign and the need for testing and vaccination for the Hep B virus.

· Run Public Service Advertisements on space available basis.

· Provide paid advertising space at 50 percent discount for the Hep B Free media campaign.
